During my

first use the first 30 pages fell out. Now I am attempting to study for finals and get to deal with the

final 5 chapters falling apart. The manufacturer needs to get their stuff together.

As soon as it arrived

and I began ready, the pages started falling out and I am now keeping it together with rubber bands.

This book had a lot of useful information regarding ergonomics and I plan on keeping it around to

use once I get out in the field. I recommend this to anyone that has an ergonomics class or needs

additional knowledge related to ergonomics.
