Stand out personal statements come from CAConrad (of course), Drew
Krewer (who wrote "l buy stuff just like everyone else"), Eric Karin ("what chimeric-cryptid will |
become?"), GR Keer ("to be queer is to be queried"), j/j hastain ("cyborgian"), Jenny Johnson, Joy
Ladin, Julian Talamantez Brolaski (his "Phonosemantics and the Real" is amazing), kari edwards
(best), Micha CAjrdenas, Monica / Nico Peck (numbered list of real poetry definitions), Trish Salah,

and Zoe Tuck ("To go towards the site(s) of my confusion, fear, anger and abide there.").

This book presents queer narratives in a way that unmasks the performative features of queerness.
